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We are sure that this will make the reviewing of previous targets far easier and more meaningful. 

 

Recovery premium funding for Children Looked After 

 

The recovery premium provides additional funding for state-funded schools in the 2021 to 2022 
academic year.  Building on the pupil premium, this funding will help schools to deliver evidence-
based approaches for supporting disadvantaged pupils. 
 
Funding allocations 
 
School allocations of the Recovery Premium Grant will be calculated on a per pupil basis. 
 
Mainstream schools will get: 
 

 £145 for each eligible pupil in mainstream education 
 £290 for each eligible pupil in AP/special academies and special units  

 
As with pupil premium, the funding for looked-after children will be paid to the local authority and 
should be managed by the virtual school head.
